The 26-strong fleet was feasted and feted in the usual manner with the additional 
bonus that this year’s event sponsor local brewers Hauff provided ample proof of the 
quality of their products! 
 
Unfortunately, the only feature missing from this excellent event on the Altmühlsee 
was wind! 
 
Despite the best efforts of the regatta management under the leadership of André 
Buchert with Martin Ruttman and Klaus Panhans only two races were started over 
the whole regatta weekend. The second race being abandoned when the Finn class, 
who were also sailing their own event, gave up and headed for home en-mass!

The light winds of the first race were however to dispel a myth which had built up 
around the excessive weight of some members of the German Topper fleet following 
some disappointing performances at the World Championships this year at Lake 
Garda. In the millpond-like conditions some of the stouter members of the German 
fleet were able to sail through to the front of the pack and with this being the only 
race to count record some of their best results of the season! 
 
As was probably to be expected in such challenging conditions – long-time German 
ace and veteran Willy Wendler took the event on his home waters – going someway 
to make-up for his disappointment at capsize – injury and loss of equipment costing 
him any chance of success in the equivalent event at the start of the season. Tony 
Davies from the northern German Toppers took advantage of the shifty conditions to 
record his best result since returning to Toppers after almost 27 years absence with 
second place. Harald Roth rounded off the top three. 
 
The event also gave the German governing body the opportunity to plan and 
excellent season for 2007 and the draft programme is published below.
